As we approach the end of the year, it is a time to 
reflect on the blessings we have experienced and 
look forward to new beginnings in 2012. Christian 
Services of Oklahoma has once again experienced 
a year full of serving women, children and families. 
We have seen tremendous growth in our foster 
care program. As we end the year, we celebrate 
that we have cared for 20 foster children in 2011. 
We currently have 8 certified foster families and 6 
foster families in various stages of certification. 
Once certified, these families will begin caring for 
young children in state custody. Our adoption program has also remained busy. We have served many 
families pursuing both domestic and international adoption this year. We have counseled over 65 
women who have considered adoption as an option, placed three babies for adoption and assisted in 
two international placements. We are currently working on special adoptions for three older children.  
 
The numbers are important, but they don’t really tell the story of our ministry. Our ministry is focused 
on making a difference for each individual we serve. This summer, we received a phone call from a 
birth mother wishing to place her two children, ages 5 and 7, for adoption. This is an unusual private 
adoption situation, but we were honored to work with this birth family in order to place these children. 
They are currently in a temporary placement while we work to get their adoptive family prepared. Just 
a week ago, we received a phone call from another birth mother wishing to place her 7 year son who 
has Down Syndrome for adoption. What a blessing to be able to find loving, Christian homes for all 
three of these older children! We look forward to telling you their stories in depth in the coming 
months.  
 
Thank you for your continued prayer and support. With your partnership, we are changing the lives of 
children by providing them families. We believe that every child deserves a family! I hope you will con-
sider a year end gift to Christian Services of Oklahoma.

We provide these 
services for families adopting from many countries, including 
Haiti, Ethiopia, Rwanda, Mozambique and others.

With the recent retirement of our maternity 
home manager, we are no longer accepting resi-
dents at Helen’s House. Over the past few years, 
we have seen a significant decrease in the num-
ber of women utilizing our maternity home. Be-
cause of this, we will be taking some time to 
evaluate our goals in relation to Helen’s House. 
At this time, we are in the early phases of ex-
ploring possibilities of a new program that could 
be housed in the same facility. We ask that you 
be in prayer for us as we embark on this journey.

We want to honor that and be 
good stewards of the resources that we have. 
We know that there is great need women and 
children in difficult circumstances. 

New Beginnings at Helenõs House 

This shift at the maternity home in no way changes 
our adoption program. Most of our birth mothers 
live in their own homes or with relatives and are 
not expressing a need for housing at this time.  We 
will work closely with birth mothers who might 
need housing to identify resources and ensure 
they have a safe place to stay.  
 
If you have made a donation directly to Helen’s 
House, please be assured that is has been used for 
that purpose. We had residents in the home until 
recently. Please pray with us during this important 
journey. We believe that 2012 will truly be a time 
of new beginnings for our maternity home! Thank 
you for your faithful support and partnership.  

Christian Services is being contacted by more and more birthmothers 
wanting assistance in placing their older children for adoption. We need a 
special transitional care family willing to provide temporary care for chil-
dren ages birth-12 years of age. Typically our transitional care families care 
for one to two children per year for short periods of time until an adoptive 
family is identified and able to take placement. Theses temporary place-
ments last from 5 days to a few months. If you are interested in joining our 
ministry in this way, please contact Brittany Orr at 216-5240.
